Attend the PHCC Texas 

Apprenticeship Training Program? 

 

The Texas state legislature passed 

some extremely important legislation 

this session regarding apprenticeship 

training. Because of these changes, 

your apprentice will benefit from the 

PHCC Texas Apprenticeship Training 

program because: 

 He will not have to take a 

Plumbing Board-approved 24-

hour training program to qualify 

to take his Tradesman License if 

he is a certified Apprentice 

(participated in a Department of 

Labor-approved program, like 

the PHCC Texas Apprenticeship 

Training Program). 

 He will not have to take a 

Plumbing Board-approved 48-

hour training program to qualify 

to take his Journeyman License if 

he is a certified Apprentice.  

 He can use his 500 hours of his 

Apprenticeship program 

Info you need to know about 

changes that can affect you 

 

classroom training to apply 

toward the hours he needs to 

take his Tradesman or 

Journeyman license.  

 He will only have to wait one 

year to take his exam for his 

Master License (instead of 4 

years for those who have not 

take a Board-approved 

Apprenticeship Training 

Program).

The number of fatal work injuries in the private 
construction sector in 2008 declined by 20 percent 
from the updated 2007 total, twice the all-worker 
decline of 10 percent, according to a Bureau of Labor 
Statistics report. While workers in 
construction incurred the most 
fatalities of any industry in the private 
sector in 2008, the number of fatalities 
in construction declined 20 percent, 
from 1,204 cases in 2007 to 969 cases 

in 2008. Economic factors, including larger declines 
in employment or hours worked, likely played 
some of a role in the fatality decrease.
